A very enthusiastic and excited crowd of Claremont Rotarians managed to get off early from work to attend the opening ceremony. They were joined by a large number of visitors, entrepreneurs, Rotary dignitaries and friends who gathered on the lawn under the shade of huge gum trees. The afternoon was warm and sunny with no wind and everyone was dressed very informally. Our DG Metcalf and ADG Manfred graced the meeting, as well as PP Kim Holland West from our sister club, Prestonwood, Dallas, Texas who had arrived only that morning. Kim was also representing the DG of District 5810.

Dorette Steenkamp on behalf of   FEBDEV, chaired the proceedings and reminded all that the most important guests were the trainees who would be occupying the newly built business hives. She thanked everyone who had come to make the event so special, welcoming all the guests, especially Pres Jeanette, DG Metcalf. DGE June Webber (about to leave for Anaheim), and AG Manfred.

She put in the apologies of the CEO of the False Bay College, Cassie Kruger who was delayed but was able to attend the unveiling.

She said the scheme had taken 3 years to materialise but the enthusiasm, dedication and commitment of all the partners had brought the plan to fruition.

RES JEANETTE LENG, ADDRESSING THE GATHERING quoted the Dalai Lama: -

“ We humans are social beings. We come into the world as a result of other’s actions.  We survive here in dependence of others.  Whether we like it or not, there is hardly a moment in our lives when we do not benefit from other’s activities.   So it is hardly surprising that most of our happiness arises in the context of our relationships with others. She then gave some background to the idea of our Centennial project, noting especially the conception of PP Henry Septoe as well as his inspiration, enthusiasm, badgering and getting all the partners aboard and also running with the idea. . Some of the biggest inhibiting factors in the development of emerging businesses are the start up capital and business premises. By proving this the Claremont Club will make a significant impact on the lives of poor communities and in so doing will fulfil the objects of the Centennial Project as outlined by Rotary International, which are the relief of poverty and improvement of the lives of poor communities.

She thanked the steering committee under the chairmanship of PP Gerald Ress, as well as the clerks of work, Martin Kramer and John Burningham. She also thanked the Architect Ivan Sassman and all who worked so well in partnership with  Jacky Weaver of the False Bay College, and FEBDEV’s  Dorette Steenkamp and Erna Sittig.
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Jeanette stressed that to date the Club had spent R350,000 on the building of the hives to house the entrepreneurs, but  by the time the whole project is completed in 2005, Claremont Rotary would have spent over R1,65 million.

She said she hoped to see every one there when the project is finalized.

This was followed by a short address by David Gretton The director of Economic Development and Tourism, South Peninsula Administration, City of Cape Town who stressed the importance of having the ‘piece of ground’ and that they were trying to make this all possible.
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After light refreshments made by trainees from the Home management class, there was the formal unveiling of the plaque and a conducted tour of the new building.
