CLUB ASSEMBLY

Uthango Enterprise Project

Gerald Ress reported that this, our major Centennial Project had been Registered with R I . The Business Plan had been finalised and the Building plans were progressing.  A large commercial Bank has expressed interest in developing financial assistance programs for the entrepreneurs who utilise the business hives, which will be created by this project.

Big Walk

Theo Stead advised that, although the Big Walk in its current format was of comparatively recent origin, the Walk was actually celebrating it’s Centenary this year! Once again the main Sponsors would be First National Bank and the Cape Times who would cover the costs and publicity associated with the event. It is anticipated that the project would involve more than 25 000 walkers and raise in excess of R650 000.

International

Lionel Overmeyer advised on the following projects

Ambassadorial Scholarship Program; a candidate for next year is being sought.

Group Study Exchange; a team from Finland will be arriving on 15 September 2003 and    Claremont’s involvement was being arranged.

Fezeka High School computer lab; this project has secured a matching grant and the support of four Rotary clubs in Los Angeles in the USA. The end result will be the creation of a Facility, which will provide 40 workstations for use by the school. 

Sister to Sister project; transport expenses of delegates attending the conference in Stellenbosch will be met by the Club.

Youth

Peter Rogers reported that the activities of the Youth committee continued with The Fun Olympics, the Smile literacy project and Uncle Willie’s Christmas Party being the major areas of activity.

Community Service

Jaap Dekker reported that the budgets for the various projects were still being finalised and should be ready next month. The main focus for the year would be to help people to help themselves, which could facilitate more effective expenditure of funds.

The President’s challenge would be re-introduced and R1000 would be allocated per member for application to a need/cause of individual choice.

Vocational Service

Dave Williams reported that existing projects such as Educational bursaries, the training of nurses on state of the art equipment at the Red Cross hospital and The KEAG project will continue. A new project aimed at creating Floriculture enterprises for rural inhabitants is in the process of being investigated.

Club Service 

Chris Du Plessis reported that a review of the clubs yearly calendar had been finalized and that provision had been made for three raids to other clubs. Membership development remained a priority and required full support.
