CLUB FORUM

The topic for discussion was “Public Relations”. The Forum was convened to gather a consensus on the meaning and purpose of Public Relations, and the best way to achieve the purpose.

The 4 topics were on extracts taken from the MOP (Manual of Procedure)

The main purpose of "Public Relations" is to foster understanding and support for the programmes of Rotary among the general public. How should we go about achieving this? 
Each Rotarian is expected to be fully informed about Rotary programmes and to seek opportunities to further the aims of Rotary through personal, business and professional contacts. What should the Club be doing to help members to do this? 
The Club is expected to maintain positive news media relations, seek publicity for successful projects and utilise Rotary Africa to promote the Club's projects. How do we achieve this? 
Public Relations is "important" in attracting new members. How important do we think it is and what should the Club do in this regard?
Mark advised that the club’s website was up and running.  It could be an effective tool in the club’s public relations campaign.  

Derek Smorenburg dealt with the first topic – he was of the opinion that Rotary could be publicized by personal contact and by word of mouth.  Rotary should use the asset they have, namely people within the organisation, which implies that every Rotarian had to make the effort to publicise their club.  He suggested inviting people to attend a Rotary meeting to understand what Rotary was about, thereby giving a face to Rotary.

Joe White felt that each Rotarian should be fully informed with regard to the MOP and the bye-laws of the Club.  He suggested the following:

MOP and Bye-law copies be given to all members of the club

Restate old Rotary information on a weekly basis eg. GSE Exchange & Student exchange

Information given out at the meetings should be published in the Clarion of that week. 

Media Spots – Committee of 3-4 persons, outside of Club Services, to get information distributed to media, website and Clarion

Chris Rainier-Pope advised he had started the “PR drive” by having an article published in the April issue of Rotary Africa regarding our Centennial Project.  He felt that the average Rotarian did not always know what was happening in the club, and that better communication was needed.  He advocated that everyone should read the Rotary News Basket via the internet (news on what was happening in Rotary around the world). He requested that information on club projects should be communicated to Mark to enable him to update the website.

George Viljoen discussed the important part Public Relations plays in attracting and growing the number of young persons, from all avenues and professions, to join Rotary.  The Club had a lot to offer, and members should communicate with the public and share with them the achievements of the club.  In so doing, the image of the club is raised.

Mark Lancaster suggested a committee be formed, to meet quarterly, to inform and update the media and sponsors on our projects and how the money that was raised at the Cape Argus/Pick ‘n Pay Cycle Tour and the Cape Times/FNB Big Walk was being spent. This should satisfy the sponsors.  He indicated that Pick ‘n Pay would like to be more involved in our projects.

There was general discussion regarding the topic, and the conclusion was that everyone agreed that the Club needed a Public Relations campaign, and no one had objections to benevolent funds being spent on advertising.
