The 79th Conference in Upington:

Claremont Rotary was very well presented with 19 people altogether. 

Jeanette thanked  Lionel M., Frank, and Ken for all the time and effort they spent on the hectic travel and booking arrangements.

Despite R.C. Upington being a very small club, with only 14 members, the conference, attended by 340 delegates and held at the Teachers Training College, was well organised.

Unfortunately the program seemed to lack content, and was repetitive here and there. Also it was a pity that there was no keynote speaker.

However the entertainment and fellowship part was excellent, with wine tasting at the 2nd largest Co op Wine cellar in the world, an outdoor Kalahari experience, the DG’s Ball complete with Wynand- Wimpole’s-one-man-Band and stunning floral arrangements all around being highlights.

DG June Webber was duly inducted on stage.

 Multitalented, academic RIP personal repr. Dr. Benson Udealo Chizoba  of RC Enugu ( Nigeria) , and member of the water preservation task force,  had no particular visionary message but was good fun and sang a song. On gender issues he reported that at present there are now 2000 female presidents in the world.

Some of the issues discussed at the conference:

Membership: At the end of a trial period of three years extended to 3 Clubs to run their Club in what ever way they wanted ( as regards protocol etc etc), the result was no different to “normal” clubs : the majority of new members resigned from their clubs during the first three years. 

Perhaps it has all to do with the quality and not the quantity of members. : 

Huge achievers RC Caledon with only 8 members  ( meeting only once a month ) are a prime example!!

Claremont Rotary received the Duncan Elliot Rotary Foundation floating trophy for best capita contribution to the Foundation from 2003/2004 with 23,437.50 US Dollars.

The Chess project, started by Claremont, is doing very well with 400 schools and even some prisons taking part. It was thought that perhaps these schools could be approached to start interact clubs. ( contact Mike Walker from RC Cape of Good Hope.)

The highlight of the conference were the youth Ambassadorial and Exchange students ( including our own Didi!) all produced excellent presentations and sang and danced their hearts out..

New scholarships, e.g. a 20 month world peace scholarship  were discussed. Contact John Powell for info about counsellorship or sponsorship on the RI Web site.

The Centennial Conference 2004/2005 of June Webber will be hosted by the RC of Kirstenbosch and held at the Baxter Theater, in Cape Town in April 2005.

The Centennial Conference of Africa 2004/2005 will be held in Johannesburg. Unfortunately this will during our Cycle tour week.

President Jeanette thanked all the members who had attended the conference and then entertained us all with stories of giant spotted owls and the amorous social behaviour of a genuine Kalahari  lion pair as well as  her pre-conference  leisure days with Stan in the Twee Rivieren Game Reserve.

Chris Du Plessis confirmed the outstanding fellowship of the conference. He unrolled the banner with the theme for the new Rotary year : “CELEBRATION.” Whilst explaining the “product” was lacking colour and that WE- Rotarians had to put the colour into it, he started undressing……giving us high hopes of a rainbow of colourful underwear…….but to great disappointment from the members he stopped after taking off his jersey.

Chris attended PETS, which he says was an intensive training session.

He highlighted some of the points DG June Webber emphasised during the session:

Focus on the Rotary Family ;  Membership development with a  target of 5 percent member  increase for our district, but  at the same time stressing the need for quality;  The need for health and water related projects; Ongoing polio eradication; Focussing on the new generation of interacts and rotaracts; Revitalising public relations.

The last point, Public Relations, caused some comments from the members about our relationship with other clubs. The perception is that other clubs seem “to walk past us”, not genuinely socialise with us. Are we not friendly enough? Are we “too rich”, or what?

Bill Phillips mentioned our last week’s speaker Nirvana Bechan, a Lecturer in Public Relations at the Cape Technicon. She is on a GSE trip in California on the moment, but he suggested we could perhaps engage her to look into this issue with us when she comes back.

DG June will visit our club on 31 August 2004.

Cold Room for Kid’s School

THANKS TO THE CLAREMONT ROTARY CLUB, much needed repairs could be carried out to the ‘cold room’ at Manenberg Pre-Primary School.
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The school provides not only schooling but also after-school care and crèche facilities for children in one of the more depressed suburbs of Cape Town. As the children all get 2 meals and 2 snack meals per day, there was an urgent need for refrigeration facilities to keep bulk perishables fresh. The cold room had been installed when the school was built 30 years ago, but had been neglected and run down. Mr. Jaap Dekker of the Claremont Club arranged for the necessary repairs and information re maintenance. The costs were borne by the President’s challenge and came out of funds raised from the Argus Pick ‘n Pay Cycle Tour and the FNB Big Walk.
