VISTA NOVA WHITE BOARD AND VEHICLE.
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"The Matching Grant at the Vista Nova School for Cerebral Palsied Children has provided the school with a 14-seater Toyota Quantum bus for transporting learners on sports and other outings and to and from their homes. It also provided two Interactive Whiteboards, together with their associated software, which enable learners with limited mobility of their limbs to partake more fully in lessons and improves their retention of subject material, which is largely visual.

 

The formal Handover Function took place at the School on Wednesday, 16 November, with Club President Peter Trebble and Rotarians John Burdes, Mark Lancaster, John Jacobs, Teresa du Toit, Jaap Dekker and George Muller (Official Photographer) in attendance.  The proceedings started at the Junior School in Rondebosch with refreshments served, followed by the Handover of the bus, which was presented to the Principal and learners, who received it enthusiastically. After this, the party embarked into the bus and was driven to the Senior School in Pinelands, which is where the Interactive Whiteboards have been installed. The quite remarkable range of uses to which they can be put was demonstrated by two senior learners and the School's Principal Teacher, following which, they were declared to have been 'handed over' and received with sincere thanks and enthusiasm.

 

Due to discounts obtained and interest earned on the funds provided for the Grant, a sum of almost R10 000 remains available and it is proposed that it be spent on equipment for the School's Learner Therapy Programmes.
