TRAIN TRIP: CAPE TOWN TO UPINGTON

It has been proposed that Rotary organize a train to transport Cape Rotarians to the Upington Conference. The train will be run by Khokha Moya Tours who specialise in train tours throughout the Republic. The cost will amount to R1450.00 per person and will include the following:

Hire of train for 5 days

Bedding for all passengers

Hot water, milk, sugar, tea and coffee from 6h00 to 22h00 (you will have to make your own)

Gift of wine glass and a small bottle of wine, a key holder and a coffee mug from Khokha Moya

A braai at Beaufort West on the way to Upington and a brunch, also at Beaufort West, on the way back.

Hire of a generator for the provision of hot water for the showers.

The train will consist of 17 first class coaches, which will be hired from Spoornet. The accommodation consists of 1 person per coupe and two per compartment. Each coach has two coupes and six compartments.  There is one coach for Spoornet staff, who will accompany the train. (electricians and cleaning staff.)

The train will be parked in the Upington station during the conference and security will be provided. Transport from the station to the conference will be provided at a cost of R20-00 per person per day. This includes transport to and from the various evening functions. This price is for not more than five trips per day.

The train will depart from Cape Town on Wednesday 5th May at 9h00, arriving at Upington on Thursday at 6h00, thus enabling you to attend the Assembly. Departure from Upington will be on the evening of 8th May, after the D.G’s Ball, arriving in Cape Town the following evening.

This is a very affordable trip at R1450 per person for 5 days accommodation, two meals and all your fuel costs. To cover the hiring and running of the train, a minimum of 220 passengers are required by Khokha Moya Tours.

This is a not to be missed Rotary Fellowship opportunity – a great chance to renew friendships and to make new Rotary friends.

GRAND OPENING TUESDAY 27TH JANUARY 2004
This project, promoted and financed by the Rotary Club of Claremont to celebrate the 100th Anniversary of the Founding of Rotary, will open officially at 16h00 on Tuesday 27th January at the Noordhoek Valley Training Centre. 

The Noordhoek Training  Centre, which is part of the False Bay College, is situated adjacent to the informal Masiphumelele  community. The project, which commenced in April last year, was initially to build a series of Business Hives where prospective Entrepreneurs, under the supervision of the False Bay College and managed by the Foundation for Economic and Business Development (FEBDEV) would be able to practice their skills.

As Hannibal of the ‘A’ team said ‘ it is good when a plan comes together’.  At last the building has been completed to a very high standard of quality.

The whole project has been paid for by the Rotary Club of Claremont and so far has cost R300, 000.  The finances have all come out of the Cape Argus Pick ‘n  Pay Cycle Tour, which is  Claremont Club’s major fund raising event.  

Additional costs in the near future will be for the furnishing and fitting out of the units with the necessary equipment. This will be supported by a ‘matching grant’. 

The Project will provide the opportunity for work, skills, to buy raw materials, turn them into useful objects and then to find suitable marketing outlets, for  the unemployed members of the somewhat economically depressed Masiphumelele community.
