ELSIES RIVER CARE CENTRE

We have just completed the Elsies River Care centre project.

We acquired  5  badly vandalised class rooms, that stood vacant, from the Department of Education in 2009.

At the time the Elsies River Care Centre cared for  approximately 30 children under the age of 5 in a single room at the Community Centre -children that were spending  their day on the street while their parents were either at work or totally oblivious of their children’s  wellbeing as a consequence of  their drug habits. 

With the support from The Rotary Club of Claremont:

We Fixed the Class rooms;

Fitted out and bought classroom furniture;

Reinstated the electricity;

Upgraded the toilets – a complete installation;

Built a play area –concrete hard surface;

Planted grass for the lawn;

Installed playground equipment;

Secured the property with a perimeter fence and

Fitted out a container as a new kitchen (below).
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The Care Centre now accommodates 120 children with a similar number on the waiting list.

The Care Centre has been accredited (Crèche status) by the Department of Education with the promise of a subsidy for each child.
