MOBILE  CLINIC VEHICLE.

 Matching Grant # 68891, for the construction of a Mobile Clinic Vehicle, to be staffed and operated by the Desmond Tutu HIV Foundation (DTHF) to provide medical services to disadvantaged communities, particularly in country districts of the Western Cape,  has been carried out in partnership with the Kirkcudbright Rotary Club  (KRC) in South West Scotland and the Rotary Foundation. It is the largest MG ever undertaken by the Rotary Club of Claremont (RCC) with a value of R820 000.

 At the Rotary Club of Claremont meeting on 2 March 2010, the Club was honoured by a visit by KRC's Immediate Past President, Rotarian Keith Bruce, his wife Margaret and also by Drs. Linda-Gail Bekker and Nienke van Schaik from the DTHF.   On display in the grounds of Kelvin Grove was the Mobile Clinic Vehicle, complete apart from its final paint decor, which is the subject of discussion with the DTHF, and also present were two representative from AC Motorhomes, which built the vehicle, M/S Carey Wareham and his Foreman Nick, who put the Vehicle on display before the meeting, when it was viewed by Club members and the visitors.

She expected  the Mobile Clinic to begin operations in the Hermanus - Gansbaai area  and thereafter to move to inland country districts.
