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Fezeka Senior Secondary School Computer Centre 

INTRODUCTION

This project was introduced to us by Rotarians Hal & Bettye Walker of the Rotary Club of Inglewood, USA to be a joint project with their Club by way of a matching grant.  
Fezeka Senior Secondary was identified by the Department of Education of the Western Cape as one in need and that could benefit most from the establishment of such a facility.   The School is situated in NY2 Guguletu and has about 1 400 learners from grades 8 to 12 and falls under the auspices of the Department of Education of the Western Cape. The Department is committed to the initial and on-going training of computer teaching staff and to the necessary IT support and maintenance both as far as hardware and software is concerned.

THE PROJECT

The project comprised providing the school with about 20 up to date computers together with associated hardware, software and internet connections.

It was necessary for the accommodation for the Centre to be upgraded before the computers could be installed.  Certain building work was required, security measures had to be put in place including the installation of a suitable alarm system.  The Centre was equipped with suitable desks to house the computers and chairs were provided and clean electrical power points were installed. Air conditioning was also installed.

The total cost of the project was about R220 000 and the project was completed in March 2004
